Yr N Spr1 (B) What is Our Local Area Like?

Overview of learning
What are the key learning threads? 
Children will gain an understanding of the school and its surrounding using all their different senses. They will taste different food from the school canteen, find smells of different plants and will plan an adventure into the Beacon woods.
How will our Christian Values be explored?
Children will be introduced to the school values and will look at the value of joy by exploring their local natural environment, by using their senses during exploration and visits. They will also learn about compassion in the form of learning about the importance of looking after our natural world, taking responsibility for their immediate local area.
What will the focus be for children’s learning?
This project will focus on developing an understanding of our local area by using our five senses; children will explore and investigate how they can use their senses.
· Taste: prepare and taste vegetable soup; taste food from the school canteen.
· Touch: what’s in the box daily game with natural resources. Support with discussion and hands-on activities.
· Smell: natural resources, herbs, spices, fruit, etc.
· Sight: blindfolded partner games.
· Hear: different types of music, listening games.
· Create a simple map of the nursery and its surrounding area. 














Enhancing Learning
The children have a go at mapping their local area and take a trip to the Beacon.

Overview of learning
What are the key learning threads? 
Children will learn about different foods, local and from around the world. They will have the chance to compare foods such as a famous Cartmel Sticky Toffee pudding, pancakes and Belgian waffles, and different fruit and vegetable dishes. 

How will our Christian Values be explored? 
The learning will consider compassion in understanding how others may live differently from us. The value of faith will be explored when we discuss and explore Christian celebrations. 

What will the focus be for children’s learning?
Children will know that food comes from different places and will have opportunities to:
· Taste and compare food from other countries
· Describe the taste and texture of foods 
· Talk about which foods they liked and which foods they disliked and why 
· Investigate the packaging that food comes in
· Use a world map to talk about distance that food has travelled and how it has travelled 
· Compare their experience of food to other children from around the world.














Enhancing Learning
Children will experience a buffet lunch out at a restaurant and will be visited by Sainsbury’s to try different foods from around the world.
